Turn around at Barn # 6 and retrace route to 11/58.
Turn Right on 11/58 North. Go approximately 5.5 miles to
dead-end in Chattanooga. Turn Right on 11 North/41
South. Follow 41 South 3.6 miles; turn Right at traffic light
on 17 South. Go 0.5 miles to [ncline Railway parking lot on
the Right. You will enjoy chis
thrilling ride to the top of
Lookout Mountain, and
the beautiful view of the
city below. Open 8:30 am,
with last ride at 8:50 pm.

When you leave the Incline Railway parking lot, turn
Right and immediately get in the Left lane. Go to first
traffic light; continue straight on St. Elmo Avenue for 1.9
miles. When road splits, go Right. Go 0.2 miles. Barn # 7

is on the Left.

Turn around at Barn # 7 and retrace route to St. Elmo
Avenue. Go 1.9 miles to traffic light at Junction of St. Elmo
Avenue and 58/Lookout Mountain Parkway. Turn Left on
58/Lookout Mountain Parkway and follow the signs to Rock
City.

Rock City is a great place to visit. You will enjoy
strolling among the unique rock formations and beautiful
gardens as well as the amazing view of "7 states."
Children will especially enjoy Fairyland Caverns, Mother
Goose Village and the climbing wall. Rock City also has
special holiday events scheduled throughout the year.

signs to return to [-24.
